	4.  Intellectual Property- Ownership of Results

	The following terms regarding intellectual property are excerpted from the "Master Agreement on Scientific and Technological Cooperation" signed between the National Natural Science Foundation of China (NSFC) and the National Scientific and Technical Research Council (CONICET). Both parties are aware of and hereby agree to these terms, which are detailed in the provisions below.

(1) Each Party continues to own its own prior knowledge, know-how and/or other results, protected or not, whether they have been obtained prior to the signing of this Agreement, or developed or acquired regardless of the tasks foreseen therein.
(2) Each Party will follow its own laws, regulations and policies on intellectual property ownership during the collaboration covered by this Agreement. In case of research results achieved by the contribution made by the researchers from two countries, ownership of research results shall be determined according to a Letter of Agreement made by researchers from both countries, in which intellectual properti is clarified and distributed by agreed contribution. Once the terms of the Letter of Agreement have been agreed upon, CONICET’s researchers shall request CONICET’s authorization to sign the document. With the approval of CONICET, the Letter of Agreement will be attached to the application process.
(3) Ownership of research results for the purposes of this Agreement shall mean those which are eligible for protection by the law of patents for inventions or by any other type of legal registration, or those results that are not  protectable legally by patents or by any other type of registration but which can be used in the productive processes and therefore acquire economic importance.

(4) The Parties agree that they may have all scientific information arising from the implementation of this Agreement to be applied to future scientific studies and research, as well as to the work and developments of their researchers.

(5) The published work will include the authors, their degree of partipation, as well as the fact that the work to be published originates from this Agreement.
